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FROM THE PASTOR

FOUNDATIONS ONCE DESTROYED, WHAT CAN THE JUST DO? - Psalm | 1:3

In April of 2008 the United States was blessed by the pastoral visit of Pope Benedict XVI. In his meeting with
the Catholic bishops of the U.S., Pope Benedict affirmed that our country “is marked by a genuinely religious
spirit,” but this spirit is all too often confined to our places and times of worship:

The subtle influence of secularism can...color the way people allow their faith to influence their behavior. Is
it consistent to profess our beliefs in church on Sunday, and then during the week to promote business practices
or medical procedures contrary to those beliefs? Is it consistent for practicing Catholics to ignore or exploit
the poor and the marginalized, to promote sexual behavior contrary to Catholic moral teaching, or to adopt
positions that contradict the right to life of every human being from conception to natural death?

The answers to these questions are obvious. But, the U.S. Bishops ask, have we really considered the conse-
quences of this gap between our profession of faith and our living it out? Under “America’s brand of secularism,”
Pope Benedict explains:

Faith becomes a passive acceptance that certain things ‘out there’ are true, but without practical relevance
for everyday life. The result is a growing separation of faith from life: living ‘as if God did not exist.” This is aggra-
vated by an individualistic and eclectic approach to faith and religion: far from a Catholic approach to ‘thinking
with the church,” each person believes he or she has a right to pick and choose, maintaining external social bonds
but without an integral, interior conversion to the law of Christ. Consequently, rather than being transformed
and renewed in mind, Christians are easily tempted to conform themselves to the spirit of this age (cf. Romans
12:3). We have seen this emerge in an acute way in the scandal given by Catholics who promote an alleged right

to abortion.

MERCY TRIUMPHS

The Church opposes abortion, but embraces with mercy those who have made this mistake. Let’s all take
encouragement from these words of Pope John Paul Il: “I would now like to say a special word to women who have
had an abortion. The Church is aware of the many factors which may have influenced your decision, and she does not
doubt that in many cases it was a painful and even shattering decision. The wound in your heart may not yet have healed.
Certainly what happened was and remains terribly wrong. But do not give in to discouragement and do not lose hope. Try
rather to understand what happened and face it honestly. If you have not already done so, give yourselves over with humil-
ity and trust to repentance. The Father of mercies is ready to give you his forgiveness and his peace in the Sacrament of
Reconciliation. To the same Father and to his mercy you can, with sure hope, entrust your child.” (The Gospel of Life,
#99).

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Did You Know???

As the outside temperatures rise, your internal body temperature rids itself of excess heat by cooling itself
thru evaporation of sweat. When your body’s cooling mechanisms become overwhelmed, your body tempera-
ture climbs up. This can occur fairly rapidly if you are exerting yourself or exercising in hot weather. It will
develop slower over days without exertion. This occurs faster in older adults who have risk factors for heat
sensitivity and limited access to air conditioning.

Certain diseases and conditions—such as heart and lung diseases, diabetes, obesity, poor fitness, impaired mobility
issues (dementia) can interfere with the body’s natural cooling mechanisms. Prescription drugs, such as diureti
sure, beta blocker heart drugs, antidepressants and antihistamines can also have an effect on the body’s d

If you are going to be in the heat, take the following steps to prevent heat illness.
I. Drink cool, nonalcoholic, low sugar beverages. Ask your doctor about salt intake d

2. Cool down thru cold baths, showers or swimming. Fans can help, but are less
uppers 90’s.

3. Dress for the weather: wear loose-fitting, light colored clothing th
sun/sunburn: wear a wide-brimmed hat; use generous amoun
more often if you are sweating.
